Why I sell pups with limited registrations:  Providing limited registration for the first 2 years helps responsible breeders prevent 
unwanted and/or undesirable litters.  Dogs should not be bred unless health and genetic testing reveal the dog to be among the best in the breed 
to produce quality puppies (some clearances cannot be obtained until the dog is 24 months old and fully grown).
